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24 Kindling the ner accomplishes the miracle. Therefore, if the light should burn out
25 prematurely, one need not rekindle it. Even should it burn out on erev Shabbat (Friday)
26 before kabbalat Shabbat, when it is still daylight, one need not rekindle it. Likewise, if
27 after kindling the ner one tries to adjust the flame and extinguishes it accidentally, one
28 need not rekindle it.
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32 Isserles: If one wishes to be stringent and rekindle the ner, no b rakhah should be said
33 over the rekindling.

42 “If the ner burns out prematurely, one need not rekindle it.”
43 Really? But this is contradicted by an authoritative text: “The mitzvah (of the ner shel

44 Hanukkah) stretches in time from sunset until the last person has gone home from the



45 marketplace.” Doesn’t this mean that if the ner should burn out during that period one
46 must rekindle it?

47 No! It means that if one has not yet kindled the ner during this time period, one must do
48 S0.

49 Alternately, it means that there should be enough fuel in the lamp for the flame to last

50 that long (about a half hour).
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61 A baraita: The mitzvah of Hanukkah requires the kindling of one lamp (ner) per

62 household each night.

63 The zealous ones / those who “beautify the mitzvah” will kindle one ner each night for

64 every member of the household.

65 The most zealous ones -

66 according to Beit Shammai, on the first night they kindle eight nerot, subtracting one
67 ner on each subsequent night;

68 according to Beit Hillel, on the first night they kindle one ner, adding one on each

69 subsequent night.

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79 How many nerot does one kindle on Hanukkah? The mitzvah is for each household to

80 kindle one lamp each night, no matter how many person reside in the household.

81 One who “beautifies the mitzvah” will kindle one ner each night for each member of the
82 household, women and men alike.

83 The one who goes to the greatest lengths to “beautify the mitzvah,” to fulfill it in the best
84 possible way, will kindle one ner for each member of the household on the first night and
85 then add one on each subsequent night.
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87  Tosafot, Shabbat 21b
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93 “The most zealous ones” - R. Yitzhak (of Dampierre) thinks that Beit Shammai and Beit

94 Hillel both proceed from the first (lowest) standard (“one lamp ner per household each

95 night”). That way, there is more hidur (“beautification”), because when one adds or

96 subtracts nerot on each successive night, the passersby can distinguish (heikera) how

97 many days of the festival have passed or are yet to come.

98 But if one proceeds from the m "hadrin standard, kindling one ner for each member of the

99 household, then should you add one ner each successive night the passers-by will not be
100 able to distinguish which night of the festival this is. They’ll simply assume that there are

101 (many) people in that house.
